Adopted 44 villages in Warangal district, conducting house-to-

house eye screening. Glasses are prescribed, cataract (IOL) 

surgeries performed, and patients with glaucoma and diabetic 

retinopathy treated. 16 of these villages have already been 

declared avoidable blindness–free. 

• Recognising the challenges faced by rural communities in 

accessing urban eye care facilities, Vision Centres were 

established in peripheral areas of Telangana to provide 

comprehensive primary eye care. The Mulkanoor Vision 
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Centre, covering 24 villages in Karimnagar district, is 

working towards making all of them avoidable blindness–free. 

In collaboration with the Mulkanoor Cooperative Bank, over 

11,075 farmers have already benefitted from free surgical 

interventions, restoring sight and transforming lives. 

• Since 1993, 21,737 patients have been operated on in free eye 

camps organized in Warangal district, benefiting the poor and 

underprivileged rural population.
